To “Light-Up” our neighborhoods and business districts for the Holiday Season NCBA has made arrangements with the City of Columbia to have Holiday lights installed at several intersections along N. Main Street.  

The street ornaments are silhouette pole mount “snowflake” design LED Holiday lights at a cost of $450 each. NCBA realizes that some of those who wish to contribute may not have the ability to purchase an individual light. For those who wish to participate in the purchase of Holiday lights at less than the $450 each level you may participate in the purchase in groups or by payment to the association at a level within your budget, which will be combined with other receipts to purchase Holiday lights.

NCBA has already secured commitments from NCBA members Finklin Pharmacy, First Citizens Bank, Columbia College, Quaker Chemical, The Gist Law Firm, Eau Claire Development Corp., and Pepsi to purchase individual lights for the Holiday Season. Hyatt Park, College Place, and City Councilman Sam Davis have also purchased lights.  NCBA has also secured interest from several of our Community councils and neighborhood associations who wish to participate in the campaign to “Light-Up” the Holiday season. The Holiday lights will be installed by the City of Columbia at our major business intersections with the assistance of S C E & G for the 2010 Holiday season. The Holiday lights will be used for each Holiday season to follow. LED lighting is energy-efficient, long lasting and virtually maintenance free. LED lights allow you to “think green” and save money. 

North Columbia has never in the past had Holiday lights. With the help of all of our business members, Community Councils, neighborhood associations and others we hope to “Light-Up” our business district for the Holiday Season.
